


In 2008, gifts of money and time from
Kansas have made possible:

Development of a community garden for grandmothers who
are raising their grandchildren because their daughters have
died of AIDS - the “Shosho Shamba” (Grandmothers’ Garden)

Teaching mothers of disabled children how to sew, giving
them a livelihood, and providing daycare for their children

Demonstration of healthy diets and menus for families im-
pacted by HIV/AIDS

Training for after school environmental clubs

Improvements at Good Shepherd Orphanage including garden
and farming techniques, cookstove that uses less firewood
and daily menus that provide nutrition for developing children

Five free medical clinics caring for almost 1,000 Maai Mahui
locals, 1,500 prescriptions, and a safe delivery of four babies

A survey of women concerning availability and access to food
and water, nutrition, and diet; the results will help CTC design
programs to address food insecurity

Mental therapy for women who have experienced abuse, rape,

and/or death of children or other family members
